	Text1: Section 1. Chapter 205, Section 205-3A is hereby amended to read as follows:

§ 205-3.  Granting authority.  
A. (1) No person shall use or occupy the streets as a telecommunications provider, or construct, operate or maintain equipment in the streets used to provide telecommunications services, without a franchise or revocable license granted by the Village, or in the case of a person providing service under Title 27 of the New York Transportation Corporations Law, without the permission of the Village.  Permissions granted after the effective date of this ordinance shall be in the form of a franchise of license issued in accordance with this Chapter, but nothing in this subparagraph (1) is intended to revoke any existing permission.

(2). A franchise or revocable license granted in accordance with the provisions of this chapter shall not be construed to grant any rights or authorization to provide cable services in the Village, and any person (i) seeking to provide cable services in the village; or (ii) seeking to construct a cable system or any part of a cable system separate and apart from Title 27-authorized facilities used in the provision of telecommunications services;  shall first obtain a separate franchise in accordance with applicable law.  

Section 2. This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
