A Regular Meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Croton-on-Hudson, NY was held on Monday,  June 24, 2002 at the Municipal Building, Van Wyck Street, Croton-on-Hudson, NY 10520.

1. CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Elliott called the meeting to order at 8:05p.m.  Everyone joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.



2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Trustee McCarthy made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on June 10, 2002  as corrected.  Trustee Schmidt seconded the motion.  The Board voted unanimous approval.





3. APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:

Trustee Grant made a motion to approve the vouchers as follows, subject to review by the Audit Committee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Schmidt and approved unanimously.

5.	PUBLIC HEARING:

	Village Manager Herbek reviewed the past history of this application, the extension granted by the Village Planning Board, and highlights of the Planning Board’s recommendation which was several pages long.  He added that this was referred to the County Planning Department and he reviewed their comments.  Village Manager Herbek stated that relevant materials are posted tonight on the bulletin board in this meeting room, this Public Hearing has been legally noticed and property owners within 200 ft. have been notified.



Village Attorney Waldman inquired why the the last condition of the resolution is restricted to the exterior and not the completion of the building.  Ann Gallelli replied that the Planning Board was concerned primarily that nothing would end up sitting there without a completed exterior.  Village Attorney recommended omitting “exterior of the” in the last condition; the Board agreed to the change.



Wayne Spector, Attorney for Kieran Murray/Malom Development, stated that he did not know these conditions as contained in the proposed resolution were going to be imposed.  He asked why a bond is required on private property and if there was any precedent?  Village Attorney Waldman replied that this is not an onerous condition and there is precident.  Mr. Spector added that he doesn’t know what costs are for obtaining a bond and is not prepared to comment on conditions he wasn’t aware of; however, the granting of the special permit is descretionary on this Board and he understands these conditions will be imposed by the Board.



Mayor Elliott opened the Hearing  to public comment: 

Tom Gariepy, 1 Wayne Street, stated that he attended the  Planning Board meeting and made recommendations such as identify and set forth whatever driveway is to be at the end of Wayne St and also require that both buildings be put on the sewer line.  He added that garbarge collection should not be from Wayne St.; his objection is that the existing situation does not lend itself to additional garbage collection;  the garbage collection for the  house on Benedict Blvd. is an example of bad pickup conditions; he is worried about additional traffic and his quality of life.



James Racots, 2 Wayne Street, stated that he is not sure what is going on regarding parking; he was hoping the street would be closed off and an entrance way would be on Croton Point Ave.  Ann Gallelli pointed out the parking for the mixed use building on the map.   Mr. Racot added that he has concerns about garbage pickup also and asked what is to ensure that people would not park on Wayne St.?  Mayor Elliot replied that the  parking can be limited, but parking as is indicated would be more convenient; if it becomes a problem, the Board can look at parking regulations, but this might restrict others, also.  Ann Gallelli pointed out parking spaces allotted and other spaces that can be used in the evening hours; she added that the garbage pickup can be worked out in the site plan and they will address this again.  Trustee McCarthy stated that the Board should try to impose appropriate conditions so that residents can be protected and the only way to do that is through the Village Board of Trustees because they have no control over what the Planning Board does.  Mayor Elliott closed this portion of the Public Hearing.



Discussion by the Board:

Trustee Grant stated that it is important to have the parking condition in there.  

Trustee McCarthy stated that if the Board approves the resolution, this should be a condition.  

Trustee Wiegman asked if this building requires a receptable that is anything besides a normal household container and if so, it should be located on Croton Point Ave. which will take care of the collection problem.



Trustee McCarthy stated that the plans call for each apartment to have three bedrooms, with only two assigned parking spaces,  plus there may be one retail business or two professional offices.  She added that under the FEAF, item 9 indicated the number of jobs generated during construction as 30 and after completion, 8+ jobs created and there would be just five parking spaces left.  Ralph Mastromonaco replied that the jobs are for the total investment to the Village of Croton, which includes people that cut lawns, maintain the building,air conditioner mechanics, etc; it is not a zoning calculation but an economic calculation.  He added that the number of people in the building requires a maximum of 1 person per 200 sq. ft. of space for office use.  



Trustee Grant asked if, in the planned building, there is any way someone from Wayne St. occupancy can get down to Croton Point Ave. through the building.  AnnGallelli replied that there is no finalized site plan at this point, but they are aware of this concern and have discussed it.  Trustee Grant stated that there should not be an extra outside stairway going down from Croton Point Avenue.



Trustee McCarthy asked if there is any way, from the existing building, for the traffic to come down and exit on Croton Point Avenue and is there sufficient parking for the existing structure?  Mr. Murray replied that they have 8 spaces allotted right now which is plenty of room.  

Trustee Wiegman stated that approximately 1/3 of the site will be cleared for a parking lot and the new building;  he asked about landscaping and discussed visual screening especially screening between the new constuction and the Exxon station both in terms of visual depth and height.  Mr. Murray replied that they are able to leave a number of trees,  but some screening will be done by the parking lot and Exxon. Village Attorney Waldman stated that this has been addressed in the site plan.  Trustee Grant asked what provision is there during construction to keep that hill from sliding?  Mr. Mastromonaco replied that the edge of excavation should be just 2/3 from the back and they will be taking borings.  Ann Gallelli added that the Planning Board took this into consideration; this property is quite different, relatively flat and excavation will be on a much flatter plane than the previous nearby excavation.  



Trustee Schmidt stated that he is still concerned about parking because they do not know what the retail space will be used for and is there parking available on Croton Point Ave.?  Ann Gallelli replied that there is parking with exceptional hours indicated.  Trustee Schimdt suggested there may be potential to help Wayne Ave. residents with garbage collection by using this facility.  Trustee Schmidt suggested if they are looking to do a steep slopes hardship exemption based on con-joining this property, will the Village then be open up to similar requests in the future?  Ann Gallelli replied that this has been discussed.  Village Attorney Waldman stated that anyone can use any previous exemption as a precedent, but he would doubt this would be duplicated as it is quite unique.

 

Trustee McCarthy stated that she is very concerned about density proposed on this lot and location and wants the Board to talk about this, especially because there has been no showing before this Board.  Trustee McCarthy, addressing the density issue, stated that the proposal is for two residential units with 3 bedrooms each and retail office space with just 9 parking spaces; they could end up with six people who eventually will have cars which will impact traffic and parking requirements.  Trustee Wiegman stated that the density of building is equivilant to the buildings on Riverside Avenue with retail on the first floor and apartments above;  none of these have this much parking; this is a reasonable development and density is conforming or within guidelines.  Trustee McCarthy stated that because the construction on Riverside Avenue was allowed years ago doesn’t mean this should be approved; the parking situation in Harmon is unacceptable to many residents.  Trustee Grant stated that the Planning Board has spent a lot of time discussing these recommendations; their report is very detailed, the expert Planning Board is aware that this is a sensative area and she is confident they will impose the appropriate conditions.  Trustee McCarthy stated that the fact is that the statute requires the applicant to come before the Village Board, and the Village Board should not abdicate their responsibility and deligate approval to the Planning Board.  Trustee Grant added that she doesn’t believe the Village Board should presume to take over the responsibility of the Planning Board.  Trustee McCarthy added that she thinks there are issues to discuss and consider.  Trustee Schmidt stated that he agrees that this is a special condition, there is no overflow parking in this area and he believes this will burden Wayne St.  Tom Gariepy added that the 1st house on Wayne St. is a  three bedroom house and has 5 people all with vehicles and they all park on the street.  Trustee Grant added that she would urge the Planning Board to have no access from Wayne St. to Croton Point Avenue; there should be no set of stairs, a pathway or access through the building.  Mr. Murray added that realistically someone in house has to be working and there will be five parking spots to work with off hours.  Trustee McCarthy addressed the parking situation in front of Jean Jaques’ as an example. Trustee McCarthy stated that she would approve this with reduced density.   Mayor Elliott proposed to add the condition that garbage collection should be accomplished only through Croton Point Ave. and no through access available from Croton Point Avenue property to Wayne St.



TRUSTEE GRANT made a motion to approve the amendments to the resolution.  Trustee Wiegman seconded the motion.

  

Trustee McCarthy questioned if the Board should add statements about the importance of landscaping.  Trustee Grant read the landscaping recommendation from the Planning Board memorandum.  Village Attorney Waldman suggested adding at the very end of the resolution that this Board concurs in the statements with respect to the landscaping and the building facade of the entire property as contained in the Planning Board memo of 5/7/ 2002 and strongly recommends that the Planning Board follow these recommendations.  Trustee Grant made a motion to approve the amendment, seconded by Trustee Wiegman; unanimous approval.



Trustee McCarthy asked if there is any reason to include the concerns addressed by the County.  Ann Gallelli replied that everything has been resolved except the stop sign issue; the County had no idea of the uniqueness of this situation and were operating without all information about why the Village would do a subdivision of the site plan.  Ann Gallelli referred to the Planning Board resolution and their concerns about access on Wayne St  and how they addressed the future.  



Village Attorney Waldman suggested that to eliminate any doubt for the building planned, the Board can add the condition “Access to the lot created by this approval for any commercial or residential uses developed in the future on the building to be constructed either through an excusively commercial building or mixed use building would not be permitted from Wayne St.”

Trustee Grant made a motion to approve the amendment, seconded by Trustee Schmidt.  Vote was taken with Trustees Grant, Schmidt, Wiegman and Mayor Elliott voting “aye”; Trustee McCarthy voting “nay”.  Motion was passed.



	On motion of  TRUSTEE Grant,  seconded by  TRUSTEE Schmidt, the  following resolution was adopted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Croton-on-Hudson, New York with the following vote:

WHEREAS, in January 2002, Kieran Murray, owner of Malom Corporation, applied to the Village Board of Trustees for a Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption and a Mixed Use Permit on property which is located on Croton Point Avenue, in a C-2 (General Commercial) Zoning District, and is designated on the Tax Map of the Village as Section 79.13 Block 2 Lots 18, 19, and 20; and



WHEREAS, this request was referred to the Planning Board for a recommendation; and



WHEREAS,  at the same time, Malom Development Corp. (Kieran Murray) had applied to the Planning Board for Preliminary Subdivision Plat Approval on the same property; and



WHEREAS, the three lots, consisting of a total of .38 acres, were proposed to be merged into one lot; and



WHEREAS, the Applicant had submitted to the Planning Board a Full Environmental Assessment Form (FEAF) dated March 14, 2002; and 



WHEREAS, the Planning Board, having reviewed this Project under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) and the Village’s Environmental Quality Review act known as Local Law No. 7, 1977, thereby found that the Project will not have a significant impact on the environment; and



WHEREAS, a Public Hearing was held on this application on Tuesday, May 7, 2002; and



WHEREAS, on Tuesday, May 7, 2002, the public hearing was closed; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant wishes to build a Mixed Use building on Lots 19 and 20 of the above-named three properties, both of which are undeveloped parcels; and



WHEREAS, these two lots are subject to Steep Slopes limitations and require a Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption from the Village Board of Trustees; and



WHEREAS, under Section 195-10 of the Village’s Zoning Code, a Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption in a Commercial District may only be granted for a previously developed lot; and



WHEREAS, there is an existing structure on Lot 18 to which the Applicant seeks to join Lots 19 and 20 in order to satisfy the requirements of the Zoning Code and to establish eligibility for an application for a Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption; and



WHEREAS, the proposed Mixed Use building also requires a Special Permit from the Village Board of Trustees under Section 230-42.1 of the Village Code; and



WHEREAS, the Planning Board has reviewed the plans of the Applicant and visited the site, and has found the joining together of the three lots into one lot to be the only practical means by which the Applicant may have his applications for a Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption and a Mixed Use Special Permit considered by the Board of Trustees; and



WHEREAS, the Planning Board has found that the joining together of the three above-named lots is consistent with the potential permitted uses of the property with certain conditions; and



WHEREAS, on May 7, 2002, the Planning Board approved the preliminary subdivision application submitted by Malom Development Corp. (Kieran Murray) for the merging of three lots into one lot, on property located on Croton Point Avenue, as shown on the plan entitled “Site Plan Prepared for Malom Development Corp.,” dated January 25, 2002, last revised April 16, 2002; the plan entitled “Slope Disturbance Map,” dated January 25, 2002; and the map entitled “Site Cross Section,” dated April 16, 2002, prepared by Ralph G. Mastromonaco, P.E., P.C., subject to certain conditions,



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Board of Trustees hereby grants the Steep Slopes Hardship Exemption and the Mixed Use Special Permit subject to the following conditions:

The same conditions outlined in the Planning Board’s resolution of May 7, 2002.

The connection of the existing house to the Village’s sanitary sewer system.

The bonding of this location at two stages of its development—the excavation and slope disturbance stage and also, separately, for the completion of the building.

Garbage collection should be accomplished only via Croton Point Avenue.

Access to the lot created by this approval for any commercial or residential uses developed in the future, on the building to be constructed, either through an exclusively commercial building or mixed use building, shall not be permitted from Wayne Street.





This Board concurs in the statements with respect to proposed landscaping and building façade of the entire property as contained in the Planning Board’s memorandum of May 13, 2002, and strongly urges the Planning Board to follow through on those recommendations.

c.	A letter from Anthony Landi, Westchester County Dept. of Environmental Facilities with the 2001 Annual Recycling Report.

d.	A letter from Anthony Sutton, Westchester County Dept. of Emergency Services with information about disaster planning.

e.	A copy of a letter Joseph Bencivenga sent to the editor of the Gazette regarding MetroNorth’s noise and pollution from the Harmon yards.  Trustee McCarthy asked if the Mayor reached out to appropriate parties?  Mayor Elliott replied that he has, but no one has found a way to regulate this.  Trustee Grant added that she also will follow up with contacts she has made

f.	A letter from Michael DeVitto regarding a proposal for a steep slopes hardship permit; this will be referred to the Planning Board

g.	A report from Lynn McCrumm, Community Development Director, regarding the Route 9/Ossining Corridor redesign.  Trustee Schmidt stated that he has a bit of concern and wonders what impact this will have on Croton and suggests keeping an eye on this; the corridor backs up already and will people drive through Croton to by-pass this?  Trustee McCarthy added that this needs to assigned to someone on the Village staff who will report back to the Board.

h.	A letter from Stephen Coleman, Town of New Castle, declaring itself Lead Agency in the matter of a local law establishing environmental protection overlay districts.

I.	A letter from Thomas Wood, Town of Cortlandt, regarding approval by the County Board of Acquisition for the Town of Cortlandt taking over the Transfer Station.  Trustee Grant congratulated Linda Pugliese and the Town of Cortlandt for getting this accomplished.



6.  CITIZEN PARTICIPATION:

Maria Cudequest, 84 Grand St., stated that: 

A1) she is looking forward to the Rotary Car Show.   

A2)  regarding the Ossining Corridor study, the  Concerned Citizen Group has formed an alliance with Ossining and will send information they have to any member of the Board.

A3).  In regard to Metro-North noise and diesel engine emission she has spoken with Joseph Bencivenga and new steps need to be taken; she referred to recent comments in the Gazette; this situation has not improved in any appreciable way and things are not getting better; she asked that great care be exercised with public comments so they may not be misconstrued. Concerned Citizens are looking in different areas;  this along with garbage truck traffic is seriously impacting the quality of life; 70% of trucks they have tracked are from Allied Waste or a subsidiary.  She added that the health of children is at risk from pollutants; there are options - the train is a major selling point, but not enough to excuse noise, lack of concern, patronization and it is time for something new.  Ms. Cudequest referred to an article in the June 18, 2002 Newsday where they reported a settlement with companies for not complying with state and local idling regulations. Ms. Cudequest encouraged the Board & residents to write to Mr. Spitzer to move this problem beyond the confines of this Village;  letters can be sent to him at 101 E. Post Rd., White Plains, NY 10601.

A4)	the Federal monitor & she are in touch regularly discussing MetroEnviro.  She read an email from Mr. Mack dated June 14th.  Village Attorney Waldman replied that he spoke to Mr. Mack more recently and he was not aware why the judge had not signed off on the report.    

A5).	In reference to the resolution for $99,900 for renovation of the municipal building basement, she feels that the impostion of fees to Allied is getting increasingly more important; they are doing quite well and can afford to anti up when many residents are having difficulty making their bills.  Ms. Cudequest asked if  Hazardous Elimination Corp. was the only bid received?  Village Manager Herbek replied that, yes they were; ten companies attended the manditory walk through, but the only bid received was from HEC; he contacted others to see why there were no bids and A.T. Inc. reported that Federal Express never picked up the package, D & S Abatement, Inc. had bid open date wrong; another said the timing was too tight, but no one called for a delay of the bid opening; he did speak to Bob O’Neil,  contractor for Queens Midtown Tunnel for recommendations, which were given, plus other recommendations were followed up on.    Ms. Cudequest replied that she has looked at HEC, and suggested Mr. Herbek make a few more phone calls and look at more projects for how timely they were completed or if there were any violations imposed.  



With no further comments offered, Mayor Elliott closed the Citizen Participation portion of the meeting.



7. RESOLUTIONS:



a)	On motion of  TRUSTEE Wiegman ,  seconded by  TRUSTEE Grant,  the  

following resolution was adopted unanimously by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Croton-on-Hudson, New York:  



WHEREAS, the Village conducted an environmental evaluation of the Municipal Building by the firm of Environmental Assessments and Solutions, Inc., which recommended a cleanup of lead dust and removal of asbestos pipe insulation; and



WHEREAS, the firm of Environmental Assessments and Solutions, Inc., then prepared specifications for the required remedial work; and



WHEREAS, the bid opening for this project occurred on June 18, 2002 with one bid being submitted by the firm of Hazardous Elimination Corporation of Farmingdale, NY in the amount of $99,900; and



WHEREAS, Hazardous Elimination Corporation of Farmingdale is a certified Woman Owned Business Enterprise specializing in the remediation of asbestos, lead and hazardous materials with vast experience in this field; and



WHEREAS, the Village has sufficient funds available in capital account 3 1620 200 0102 60 to fund this project; and



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Village Manager is hereby authorized to sign the contract with the firm of Hazardous Elimination Corporation of Farmingdale, NY in the amount of $99,900.00.

 

B.	On motion of  TRUSTEE Wiegman,  seconded by  TRUSTEE Grant,  the  

following resolution was adopted unanimously by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Croton-on-Hudson, New York:  



WHEREAS, the Village Manager and the Village Treasurer will be away from the middle of August to the end of August,



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Village Board of Trustees hereby cancel the second meeting in August, scheduled for August 19, 2002.



Trustee McCarthy asked why not move the meeting to the 26th  so there would not be such a big agenda in Sept.? Mayor Elliott replied that a number of others will not be available on that date.  Village Manager Herbek replied that, if necessary, a special meeting can be scheduled.





8. REPORTS:

VILLAGE MANAGER HERBEK reported on items for the Work session on Wednesday; the skateboard park update, leaf composting, purchase of loader for bags, Historical Society, Village   goals and objectives, etc. Trustee Grant stated that she has asked for a report of sewer odor again; there is no question it is there.  Village Manager Herbek replied that he was at the site around 7:30 PM and he detected no odor, but it looks like it occurs when Skyview is pumping, causing the temporary problem, but it is unacceptable; he also noticed a small hole in a manhole in Finney Farm; he will continue to work on this; outside engineering help has been suggested, but he will also call the County Health Dept. and the Dept. of Enviromental Facilities.



VILLAGE TREASURER REARDON gave an update on the water meter transponder program; about half are in and notices are out.



TRUSTEE WIEGMAN  reported: 1)that the Water Control Commission had a standing-room only  meeting on June 19th; the topic was the Old Post Rd North/Prospect Place potential development.  2.) The solar power seminar held in the Municipal Building had over 70 people and there were an additonal 20 people who have requested further information; the next step is to form a steering committee to seek 501C3 status and they will be setting times for future meetings.   



TRUSTEE MC CARTHY  reported: 1) that she received a phone call regarding the handicapped access trail going in the Seprieo Property and the visual impact the trail will have on the property itself; the Board needs to talk about this further; there may be another surface that can be used.  2)  Trustee McCarthy reminded the Board of discussion at the June 12, 2000 meeting where Mr. Lindemulder made a statement about removal of inappropriate material within 24 hours; this has not been occurring at MetroEnviro; there is a need to be very vigilant with the oversight of this facility; she saw a notice of violation from DEC for 2 refrigerators that were crushed & on the property; this will be discussed at another meeting; she will look at inspection reports.  3)  Trustee McCarthy stated that she has reviewed the Village’s procurement policy and she is not sure they are complying with the policy, especially the requirement to get multiple quotes; there is a need to look at procedures and have further discussion; she questioned the use of some blanket purchase orders and if this is appropriate under the current policy.  Mayor Elliot replied that it is appropriate to review any procedure, but he does not want the impression left that Village Manager Herbek, Treasurer Reardon or anyone in the administration are doing anything inappropriate.  Trustee McCarthy replied that there is a  need to look at policy in respect to retention of professionals; if inappropriate, it should be revised to conform to present practice.  Village Manager Herbek stated that as far as he is concerned, they comply with the policy 100%, and doesn’t know where this was violated  Trustee McCarthy stated that she was referring to the area of the policy regarding the hiring of professionals and need to get additional quotes.  Trustee Grant stated that there is  no value in taking this up at the end of a Village meeting;  operations of the Village  should be taken up with the Village Manager or Treasurer or can be discussed at a work session.  Trustee McCarthy stated that the procurement policy had been discussed publicly in connection with the Village contracting with Suburban Carting for a container for the Earth Day clean-up, and it was appropriate to raise this issue in this form.



Trustee Grant made a motion to adjourn to Executive Session; Trustee Wiegman seconded the motion.   



TRUSTEE SCHMIDT  stated that: 1) he had forgotten to thank Hudson National Golf Course for their assistance at Summerfest and his family who have done a tremendous amount of work for Summerfest. 2) everyone has to be aware that trucks are currently exempt from the emission testing for air quality; they need to work with federal legislators to add trucks, SUV’s and those that are currently exempt to fall under these parameters.  3)Trustee Schmidt thanked his financial and emotional supporters for helping him as he completed the AIDS bike ride from Bear Mt. to Boston.



Trustee Grant  withdrew the motion to adjourn.



TRUSTEE GRANT added that Trustee Schmidt raised $9,000 on that ride and he should be applauded.   Trustee Grant made a public statement in support of the Village Manager and the Village Treasurer for the work they do; she knows their intent is always to do the very best for the Village.
