Read the Village Code § 195 regarding steep slopes to be sure that steep slopes regulations apply to the property
before submitting an application.

Applications will not be included in the agenda of a Board of Trustees meeting for review before completed
application and supporting information are submitted with the non-refundable fee. Check with the village office
for upcoming meeting dates and the corresponding due date for agenda items (several days before the meeting).
The Village Board will refer the request to the Planning Board for recommendation.

The Village Board of Trustees and the Planning Board, in accordance with Village Code § 195-11, have the right
to require the applicant to submit information beyond what is requested on this application, as they deem
necessary to process the application.

A public hearing will be scheduled. Public Hearing notices will be published in the designated newspapers.
Adjoining property owners will be notified of the hearing date.

§ 195-12 of the Village Code explains the application procedure.

A special hardship permit is not a guaranteed right. The permit is granted at the Board's discretion. In granting
a special hardship permit, the Village Board of Trustees may attach such conditions as it deems appropriate to
effectuate the purposes of the steep slope regulations.

If the special hardship permit is granted, the applicant will apply to the Planning Board for a site plan approval.
New structures/improvements will require a building permit after you receive your special permit. Granting of a
special hardship permit shall not exempt the special hardship applicant from complying with all building permit
requirements applicable to areas of less than fifteen-percent slope. Contact the Village Engineer’s Office for more
information.
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
