WHEREAS, the project consists of the completion of greenhouse gas and energy
inventories and the establishment of resulting climate action plans for the members of
the consortium who have not completed these milestones; and,

WHEREAS, NYSERDA has provided the Village with an Energy Efficiency and
Conservation Block Grant Agreement Number 19534 which is required to be
executed by the Village and NYSERDA,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Village Manager is hereby
authorized to execute the agreement number 19534 with NYSERDA to receive
funding of $279,800 on behalf of the Northern Westchester Energy Action
Consortium.
