2.     Referral from Village Board regarding a special use permit for non-conforming       

use—General Splice Corporation—1 Niles Road (Sec. 68.14 Blk. 5 Lots 4, 5)—Final 

Consistency Review 

 

Mr. Ray D’Alvia was present and gave a brief review of the history of General Splice.  The 

committee members determined there had been no changes in the application since a preliminary 

determination of consistency had been made on September 22, 2011.  A motion to grant a final 

determination of consistency was made by Mr. Kauderer, seconded by Ms. Gallelli, and carried 

by a vote of 3-0 all in favor.

 – Final Consistency Review
