	actionDescription: The proposed action is an update of portions of the Village of Croton-on-Hudson's Zoning Code to bring the code in line with state regulations and modern planning practices, and to provide the regulatory framework for the village to accomplish the goals set out in the 2003 Comprehensive Plan.  Included in the updates to the Code is the establishment of Floor Area Ratio (FAR) standards for residential areas and the addition of architectural review criteria to site plan review. The following page contains a Summary of Revisions to Code and Table of Contents.

In addition, use schedules, area and bulk schedules and a chapter on the Planning Board have been added to the zoning code.

	location: 
	reasons: The EAF Part 1 was completed and distributed to involved agencies in July 2004.  A public hearing was held on October 12, 2004.  The EAF part 2 did not identify any large or potentially significant adverse impacts.  One procedural and possible economic impact identified by the Trustees was the potentially unlimited timeframe for minor site plan approval.  This was mitigated by adding a 90 day review limit.

Environmental impacts as listed in section 617.7 (c)(1), (2) and (3) were considered. Specifically the proposed action was undertaken to carry out the recommendations contained in the Village of Croton-on-Hudson Comprehensive Plan adopted by the Board of Trustees on January 21, 2003.  The recommendations focussed on modernizing the zoning code and bringing it into compliance with state law.  Such procedural changes will have no direct environmental impacts.  Other amendments to the code that would have impacts include changes in residential floor area ratios (FARs) and the introduction of architectural criteria for site plan approval.  The new maximum allowable FARs, in all cases, reduced the maximum allowable density which will have beneficial long-term impacts on neighborhood and community character.  No other potential impacts are anticipated, based on the criteria in Section 617.7 (c) and listed as follows: potential impacts to natural resources, impacts to Critical Environmental Area(s), conflict with a community plan (the proposed action is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan), impairment of historical resource(s), a creation of a hazard to human health, a substantial change in use, or intensity of use including agricultural, open space or recreational resources or any other potential long-term, short-term, indirect and cumulative impacts as described in Section 617 (c) (2).
