	actionDescription: Adoption of Local Law Introductory No. 8 of 2004 will change the requirement in the small lot provision in order to allow those owners of small lots who inherited or acquired an adjoining lot through death or divorce to still own a buildable lot without the requirement to seek a variance.
	location: RA and RB districts within the Village of Croton on Hudson, NY Westchester County
	reasons: This amendment will eliminate certain of the requirements for owners of small lots to be able to have a buildable lot without the need to seek a variance.   It is intended to eliminate a gap in the original law which didn't take into account an owner acquiring an adjoining lot through inheritance or divorce.  This amendment may increase by a small amount the number of buildable lots available in the Village.   The Village Engineer estimates that no more than 10 lots would be affected by this amendment.  If the lot is located on a steep slope it will still be subject to the steep slopes law.  This small increase in buildable lots will not have a negative environmental impact on the Village.
